


· Rob Harrison grazes 270 cow/calf pairs on 700 acres of rented pasture in 
Albemarle, Fluvanna, and Louisa County.

· Cattle are moved to new pastures regularly depending on the growing season 
which provides each animal with high quality forage year round. 

· The rotational grazing systems combined with stockpiling fescue and rolling 
out hay improves pasture quality and productivity all while reducing nutrient 
runoff.



· Rob Harrison aims to rest 
his pastures for at least 30 
days in order to increase 
grass productivity.

· The stream exclusion and 
rotational grazing systems 
that Rob has installed has 
allowed the land to heal, 
increasing grass yields and 
forage diversity while 
protecting water quality.

· The systems allow him to 
manage his land and cattle 
in a low stress environment 
that benefits the land and 
the herd.
